Guidelines for writing a modal abstract
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The page of abstract should contain:

1- Article/Poster title .............. (Not more than 12 words, written in bold)

2- Names of the participants/researchers (Starting with the name of the main author, then the rest of
the participants)

3- Position, Affiliation/University, Country (Example: Professor, College of Business and Economics, Qatar
University, Qatar)

4- Email .............. (Please, write your email directly without writing the word "Email™)

5- Abstract

A paragraph in about 200 words the participants mention the research purpose, its method/approach, the
Findings, and the research originality/value. (For more details, please read "Appendix 2").

6- Keywords: .............. e e e e

Write the most important basic words indicating the topic of the research that may help the readers to
access to the article/poster (Not more than 5 words, separated by semicolon and no dot at the end).
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Note: If the original article/poster is in English, the data and abstract will be in English only, but if the original article/poster
is in Arabic, the data and abstract will be in Arabic.
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Appendix 2:
How to write an Abstract?
The abstract is only about 200 words, and each subheading should be stated directly and briefly.

Abstract

Research purpose: research objectives shall include answers to why you chose to write this research paper. What
topic did you discuss? And if your research is based on previous studies, what prompted you to do this research
then? (Explain briefly why you did the research?) This is an opportunity to explain to the reader why you chose
the topic and its importance, and inform them of the topic and discussion around which the research revolves, and
the focus of your findings.

Study Design/methodology/approach: describe what you have done. Explain to the reader here exactly what you did to
reach the findings you mentioned. What approach did you use in your research? (Some of the approaches followed in
Islamic studies are: the inductive, analytical, deductive, historical, descriptive, and case study approach)

What tools, methods, or statistics did you use and based your study upon? For example, did you make an interview
form and then benefit from its outcomes? Have you done scientific tests? Did you read the above and base your
search results on?

Findings: explain accurately what the study found, and how the study answered the questions you raised, or did
the study indorse the idea or theory on which your study was based? (You should specify exactly what your study
found, without generalization, exaggeration).

Research originality/value: here you explain to the reader your research’s scientific value with the new information
and results it found. You can also talk about the extent to which your research contributes to future studies, and
mention some recommendations.

Keywords: They are the most important basic words indicating the topic of the research, in order to facilitate later
monitoring of the research and access to it by researchers on the same topic. State these words (they should not
exceed five words)
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Note: When writing the abstract, subheadings are not given to each idea, but the researcher begins the idea directly in the paragraph.
